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Abstract

From its origins, Latino/a theology has taken culture as its primary lens for theological
reflection. Latino/a theology fundamentally addresses the richness and complexity of culture(s)
that shape the identity of various Latino/a communities utilizing the whole spectrum of
theological methodologies. In addition to its central focus on culture, two other striking features
of the expansion of Latino/a theology have been the intentional creation of a community of
scholars, una teologia en conjunto and Latino/a theologians commitment to reflecting
theologically with and through particular communities of Christian faith and their everyday and
diverse human experiences (/o cotidiano) This presentation will explore how Latino/a theology
may best be served by ongoing faithfulness to these original and formative charisms.
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
